1.	 OUR PROFESSIONAL SERVICE FEES

We will meet with you and your family to discuss and plan the funeral arrangements, which includes liaising with your  
chosen crematorium, cemetery or church and your chosen minister or celebrant as well as hospitals and doctors’ surgeries  
and providing guidance and advice on all the practical and legal documentation required like the registration of death.

2.	 TRANSFER AND CARE OF THE DECEASED

We will tend to the preparation and care of the deceased, including dressing in a suitable gown or their own clothes.  
You will also have use of our chapel of rest for visiting your loved one if you wish.

3.	 CEREMONIAL VEHICLE(S) AND STAFF FOR THE DAY OF THE FUNERAL

Provision of a modern motor hearse to convey the deceased to the place of service and then to the crematorium  
or cemetery if required and a limousine for up to 6 passengers. We will also provide a Funeral Director and staff,  
including up to 4 pall bearers, to conduct the funeral.

4.	 THE COFFIN
